Please bring a check payable to “Shawano County 

4-H Livestock Key” or bring exact change if 

paying with cash.  Animals MUST be ear-tagged 

by exhibitor prior to weigh-in. 

 

¶ DNA samples must be postmarked by the 

exhibitor, to the Testing Lab by May 8. 

 

¶ Livestock Project Contracts and COOL Affidavits 

(sheep and goats only) MUST be submitted on 

your species weigh-in day. 

 

¶ On August 1, the following items must be 

submitted to the UWEX Office:  Your County 

Fair Entry, Sale Animal Photo and a COPY of 

your Livestock Project Record Sheet, completed 

up to August 1. Final responsibility to get fair 

entries turned in on time is YOURS!  It is NOT 

your 4-H leader or FFA advisor’s job to “track 

you down” to get your entry in on time! Online 

fair entries are strongly encouraged. 

 

¶ Exhibitors need to earn THREE Livestock 

Meeting Credits each year. Members who 

participated last year in these projects must have 

earned one of those three credit from helping at 

last year’s fair.  Remaining Livestock Credit 

meeting is scheduled for April 20 at 7pm at the 

courthouse.  All exhibitors must have earned their 

Livestock Meeting Credits by August 1st. If you 

attended any livestock meetings or shows 

conducted in other counties, proof of attendance 

must be submitted to the UWEX Office by Aug 1.   

 

¶ You are responsible for your project animal 

right up until th e time it is loaded on a truck to 

leave the fair!  Animal pens are to be cleaned 

daily and animals cared for by 10 am every 

day, and again later each day as needed - 

because the fair opens to the public at 

9:00am.  Do NOT place new sawdust on top of 

old, wet bedding.  Remove wet bedding and 

replace with new sawdust.  If you don’t, your pen 

will smell terrible, attract flies and we WILL 

come looking for you to clean your pens properly.  

Hog exhibitors are expected to clean manure out 

of feed and water pails whenever it occurs!  Check 

your animals several times throughout the day and 

“touch up” your pens as needed. Also fill waterers 

regularly.
