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Entry Tags  
Entry tags will be available for club leaders to pick up from the UWEX office in mid-August. We will e-mail club contacts when they are ready.

Securely attach entry tags before arrival at the fair.  Remove and keep the bottom part of the entry tag.   It serves as your claim check on Monday night.  Please write on the back of the claim check what the exhibit is, this should speed things up at release time.

Read the Shawano County Fair Premium Book rules. This is where you will find complete information for your projects.

Proper 4-H/FFA behavior is expected of all members and parents at all times. No smoking, drinking, swearing or horseplay allowed in fair buildings.  Any misbehavior of exhibitors or those in their company may result in the forfeit of show privileges.

Bring all the tools and supplies you need for decorating. The grounds crew has many tasks to complete to prepare for fair.  It is a privilege to decorate early - please cooperate or this privilege may be taken away.

Again this Year:  For all exhibitors that need to weigh-in their animals during the fair…..all trailers need to come in from the Waukechon Street (Crawford Center) entrance and go around to the livestock barn area.

Dairy Cattle are to be checked in by 3:30pm on Friday.  You must have your animal’s ID number on your entry form.  ID number is the registration number for registered animals and the metal ear tag number for grade animals. Bring your registration papers with you.  Superintendents will check you in by verifying these numbers.
For safety, all younger exhibitors with big animals should have an adult in the ring with them while showing.  All exhibitors should wear leather shoes with hard soles when showing in the following departments: dairy, beef, swine, sheep & dairy goats.  This applies to both Open Class and Junior Fair exhibitors.

Bedding pack in all the barns is limited to one (1) foot.

All exhibitors are asked to plan to bring their daily supply of feed into the fairgrounds before 10:00am.  To help keep the traffic pattern running smoothly, all exhibitors are asked to enter the fairgrounds using the southwest corner gate at the corner of Fairview Way and Center Street in front of the Moede building.  

A reserved parking space (for any time of day in this area) is available to anyone for $25.  Contact the Fair Office prior to the Fair if you wish to purchase a reserved parking space.
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Exhibitors are asked to stop by the barns to unload their feed and bedding for no more than 10 minutes.  After unloading daily supply of feed and bedding, all exhibitors are asked to park their trucks south of the Poultry and Rabbit Barn and then return to the barns to finish feeding their animals. Remember, this drop-off parking is only available until 10:00am! 
WEDNESDAY ONLY: livestock exhibitors, after your trailer is unloaded, if it is staying for the entire fair, it needs to be parked in the parking lot by the Crawford Center.  If you will be taking your trailer home at the end of the day, there is a spot along the fence near the race pits you can park. Please do NOT park in the reserve or general parking area. Ask a Livestock Key Committee member where you can park if you need direction.  

The fairboard will allow clubs to leave a dairy or livestock trailer during the fair on the west side of the fairgrounds for storage of feed and bedding.  Fairboard will assign a parking spot along the fence.  Direct questions and concerns to Ed Hull at 715-524-4717 or find him on the grounds during the fair. 

For overnight Barn Passes, contact Pat Brusky at 715-853-2864 or find him on the grounds during the fair.

Feel free to have your animal with you while on duty. Be friendly and helpful to visitors.  If they ask questions you cannot answer direct them to the superintendent or a 4-H leader.

What is Face-to-Face Judging? 
Face-to-Face Judging provides an opportunity for the youth to communicate with the judge (one-on-one) on details of his or her exhibit.

This judging style gives the judge the opportunity to directly ask the youth how much he or she contributed in the making or construction of the exhibit.  The member may also be asked how much support or help they received from others, like parents or leaders.

Face-to-face judging provides an opportunity to understand why the exhibit was selected for construction, construction problems, and tools available for use in constructing the exhibit. The judge can then use this discussion with the youth in a decision relative to placing.

The auction will be limited to 1 cake per eligible exhibitor. Guidelines are found in the fairbook.  Boxes for your cakes may be picked up on Saturday, prior to the fair at the Jr. Fair office.
